Some history: The first show was held in
February 1957 at the Atlantic Federal
Savings and Loan building with only a
few members displaying their orchids

(and no, I was not there!). As interest in
orchids grew and especially in our near
tropical South Florida climate, growers
were encouraged to participate, lectures
were added. Exhibits were judged by the
American Orchid Society judges. Our
2020 “Orchid Vision” show marked the
unfortunate demise of the traditional
large floor displays. At that time, we
were one of only two orchid societies in
the United States continuing with the
tradition. They just became too
expensive and time consuming for our
vendors, so we started tabletop displays.

The past few years, shows struggled with
the pandemic and venue challenges.
Times change, but the Fort Lauderdale
Orchid Society continues in its long
tradition of staging beautiful orchid
shows with national and international
vendors. In the future, who knows if we
will continue this tradition in different
incarnations. One thing I know is it can’t
be accomplished without your help, and
I feel confident we will do it together.

In the
beginning, he bought only plants sold by
American nurseries. Now, nearly all of
his orchids come from abroad. Buying
orchids from U.S. growers is safe, and
the majority of the plants come nicely
established. Unfortunately, there are no
species Tomas was looking for offered by
the U.S. vendors. He was pushed to start

his own importing because he could not
find any of the plants he wanted to own.
Tarzane Group was born.

Tomas loves photography. With a
growing collection, there were endless
opportunities for taking pictures of these
amazing, sometimes microscopic blooms.
Posting pictures online caused quite a
buzz, leading to invitations from various
orchid societies to share his knowledge
about growing miniature orchids and cold
growing species in hot environments. He
also has had articles on miniature orchids
published in orchid magazines across the
globe. What used to be a “hobby” slowly
grew to into a small business that is
expanding.

Growing Orchids With Olivier

Orchid names: Nothogenera
and genus abbreviations

5 T

.." Orchid names
use a binomial
system with

species) or genus
4 + grex (for a
hybrid name).
Genus comes
first. Consider the genus our family
names and the species’ name or
grex our first or given name.

Also, many orchid names have a
latin origin and that does not help
with pronunciation and some
grammatical rules. E.g. one genus
but two genera.

Since orchid names can be quite
long, especially when you give the
parentage behind a hybrid, often
times the genus name is
abbreviated.

Among the most commonly
encountered genera and
abbreviations thereof in South
Florida, you will find:

Phal. for Phalaenopsis

C. for Cattleya

V. for Vanda

Rhy. for Rhyncostylis

Den. for Dendrobium

Onc. for Oncidium

Bulb. for Bulbophyllum
Ctsm. for Catasetum
Phrag. for Phragmipedium
Paph. for Paphiopedilum
Stan. for Stanhopea

Genus vs. Nothogenus

A genus is a naturally occurring
family of orchids with similar
features. Cattleya is a genus. A
nothogenus is a man-

made genus created by hybridzing
and crossing two or more genera. A
nothogenus can never be used for a
species.

Nothogenus names

If there are only two genera in the
background, the name of the
nothogenus is normally a
combination of both, and both lose

either the beginning or the end of
their original name:

Example: Oncidesa is a cross
between an Oncidium and

a Gomesa. Cattlianthe is
across between Cattleya and
Guarianthe.

It gets a lot more exotic when there
are more than two genera in the
background. Names ending in “ara”
indicate hybrids with at least three
genera in their background. The
suffix ara is usually preceded by a
last name (Potinara, named after
one Mr. Potin) or sometimes a full
first and last name (Fredclarkeara,
named after Fred Clarke from
Sunset Valley Orchids in San
Diego).

Cycd. for Cycnodes
Mo. for Mormodia
Fdk. for Fredclarkeara
